WHAT IS THE 125TH AVENUE OCTOBER 1997

EXTENSION PROJECT?

T he 125th Avenue Extension Project from
Greenway/Brockman to Hall Blvd. was
first adopted into the Beaverton Area
Comprehensive Plan in 1972 as an arterial roadway.
(An arterial roadway is designed to carry area-wide
through traffic. A neighborhood street is designed
to carry local neighborhood traffic.) Although this
roadway has been planned and discussed for many
years, the City of Beaverton has recently started a
detailed public design review process in an effort to
address growing community concerns about the
impacts of high-speed cut-through traffic in local
neighborhoods. Area residents have expressed
serious concerns about anticipated impacts from
increasing traffic generated by the new aquatic
center, high school, and other planned area
development.

In an effort to address these public concerns in a
timely manner, City staff has started looking at
alternatives by providing a preliminary roadway
concept for public review and comment. This is
part of a community based design and evaluation
process. This pubiic process will assure that com-
munity ideas and issues are considered and incor-
porated into the alternatives where technically and
economically feasible.

On July 22, 1996, the Beaverton City Council
approved funding for the alternative review phase
of the project. This phase includes preliminary
engineering analysis, preparing and evaluating
alternative designs and costs, public involvement
activities, noise studies, and identifying various
funding opportunities for final design and
construction. Final design and construction are
not currently funded.
