Brockman Road to Hall Boulevard has been

identified in the City’'s Comprehensive Plan
since 1972. In recent years, area growth increased
traffic volumes to the point where cut-through traffic
impacts numerous neighborhoods, and clogs intersec-

tions with Hall Boulevard at Hart Road and Greenway.

In response to numerous citizen requests, the city initi-
ated a public guided alternative development process.
This effort will identify potential transportation solu-
tions to these problems. Community member comments
and participation play a vital role in guiding the develop-
ment of the transportation alternatives; ensuring that the
final solution meets the needs and values of aren citizens.

In an effort to encourage extensive community
participation in this project, the city sent newsletters to
2,000 area residents and businesses announcing the
first Open House on October 14, 1997. Interested
citizens met with team members, learned about
the project, and identified their neighborhood
transportation issues and concerns. A Community
Transportation Needs and Values Survey was inserted
into each newsletter asking citizens for preferences
regarding their key values and issues, bike lanes,
sidewalks, and roadway features. The city received
208 responses, providing a valuable foundation of
community perspectives which is reflected in the
Preliminary Alternatives designs.

WrAT ARE YOur MosTt IMPORTANT CONCERNS?

In recent months, you have discussed your interests

and ideas with us, answered surveys, and attended

meetings. Today the Preliminary Alternative designs

reflect our citizen's preferred choices such as:

B Sidewalks separated from the roadway by a
landscaped planter strip

B Raised landscaped medians in the middle of the
roadway to separate oncoming vehicles

B Sound barriers or sound walls between the roadway
and adjacent residences

B Plant as many trees as possible to enhance
aesthetics and minimize visual impacts

Key concerns expressed by citizens
(not listed in order of priority) included:

B Reduce the increasing amount of cut-through traffic
on Sorrento Road and neighborhood streets

B 125th Avenue Extension impacts on neighborhood
quality of life, livability, and security
B Minimize impacts to adjacent and nearby properties
B Reduce area traffic congestion and improve
traffic flow
B Safety for school children, pedestrians,
bicyclists, and drivers
8 Speed up the process and get it constructed

W Increase of traffic on Stillwell Lane, Barberry Drive,
and Davies Road if they are connected to the
125th Avenue Extension

B Spend tax dollars wisely
